	“Housing-Related Migration in the Marcellus Shale Region of Pennsylvania”
Hydraulic fracturing of natural gas, or “fracking,” created economic boomtown effects in urban and rural localities in the Marcellus Shale region in Pennsylvania. This research examines social disruption from in-migration into the Marcellus region and its attendant effects on housing security as a primary motive for mobility. Geomobility and migration data from public records show a weak association between movers and housing availability. Observations from key informants contextualize the empirical results by describing regional differences in perceptions about the social implications of the developing natural gas industry in their area.
